PATRAS EXAMPLE
Patras is lately facing a big challenge in relation to immigrants since it is one of the biggest ports of Greece regarded as the “gate” to the West.

During the European Week of Youth 2008, Patras Local Youth Council in cooperation with immigrants associations as well as NGOs and the Vice Mayor of “Youth, education & Volunteerism” organized a two-day event called “Everyone, a world himself”. Many schools, students and volunteers prepared a very vibrant fest in the centre of the city that attracted the interest of many citizens. 

The event included a variety of activities such as: 

· Movies projection
· Music performance (bands of immigrants students) 
· Food festival 

· Photo exhibition (immigrants photos of their lives) 
· Graffiti festival 
· TV spot production 
· Dedicated radio programs 
· Workshops of creative sensitization of students 
· Experimental workshops of volunteers about diversity 
The innovative part of this whole effort was the fact that different ages of youngsters offered their power, their creativity and communicate in their way with the minimum participation of an authority (Municipality or other). This was very obvious during the whole event giving a clear example that young participation means most of the times initiative action. 
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
