Description of real youth participation/action on the local level
Tirgu-Mures 

The action described hereby took place on the 2nd of December 2008, in Tirgu-Mures out of the initiative of a non-governmental organisation “ALATURI DE VOI” (“Supporting you”) having as members young people from Tirgu-Mures, involved in fighting against AIDS, in contributing to the  prevention from transmitting HIV infection by promoting a healthy behaviour, free of risks and in responding to the needs of infected persons.
The action itself was called campaign on Prevention from transmitting HIV infection and it was the first campaign within Tirgu-Mures on this issue organized by young peoples as volunteers. Since 1989 when Romania has become a democratic country we are dealing with an increased number of cases of AIDS among young people and according to statistics this is partially due to the fact that people, especially young ones are not well informed on prevention.
Thus it has been a well-directed campaign that was meant to inform the young people, on the way the virus can be contacted, on prevention methods as well as on all necessary information related it. 

It was a 2 day campaign largely mediatized within the mass-media during which the aim was that the informative materials should reach numerous young people.

First, a press conference took place having as guests many public personalities from the county where organizers launched the action, presenting its objective. 

In the centre of the town there was a commemoration of the AIDS victims by forming a “human ribbon shape” and lighting a candle for them (around 100 candles). 
The campaign took place both in the centre where young people distributed leaflets and informative materials to passers-by and at specially installed information desks, being keen to answer to related questions and disseminate information as well as in the educational units where films, lectures were presented, followed by an open dialogue between lecturers and the public. 
All informative materials as well as the initiative itself belonged to young people, respectively high school students and university students, members of the NGO working voluntarily who considered on basis of several assessments realized with young people that this informative campaign is really needed within the town of Tirgu-Mures and being young themselves it constituted an advantage in having a dialogue with the young public (young people versus young people).
The youth organization had asked for the support of the local public authority that became partner within this project, contributing financially to its achievement and also increasing the credibility of the project. 
Other actors who contributed to this action were the school managers and school teachers who offered support in organizing the school campaigns.
