Main objective:

The theme for our Thematic Network is to
Integrate cultural and natural heritage into
sustainable urban development policies,
aimed at preserving and valorising elements
of natural and cultural heritage. The main
issue is the vital need for successful socio-
economic re-use of abandoned military
heritage sites to harness sustainable urban
development. Project Repair will focus on
developing innovative new local policy,
placing sustainable urban development at
the heart of regeneration action to achieve
the socio-economic re-use of redundant
military heritage. The project partners
emphasise that, in the medium to long term,
such local competitiveness is not sustainable
without adhering to the local delivery of the
EU Sustainable Development Strategy.

Challenges:

The partnership has identified four main
challenges, characterised under the abbre-
viated headings: Preservation, Energy &
Waste, Transport, and Local Jobs. Every
former military heritage site will be conside-
red in the light of these “Four Pillars”, which
we believe will lead to the development of
sustainable urban community regeneration.
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
