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State of the art about coresponsibility approaches  

(July 2010)
The results of the baseline study researches proved that very little knowledge and information is available in the field of coresponsibility. These findings confirm the innovative profile of TOGETHER project, as well as the potential of the in-field experiments to produce new policies and knowledge.  
However other kinds of approaches – as Territorial local partnership approaches (Leader, Urban), Indicators approaches
, Future search approaches, Transition Towns movement, Slow cities network, Slow cities network - can contribute greatly to co-responsibility for well-being of all processes. More precisely they provide good inputs for some of the 8 steps of Territory of coresponsibility process as showed in the next table.

These other kinds of approaches can bring very valuable added value to territories of coresponsibility methodology. So this could be an opportunity to be taken into account during the URBACT phase II.
