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CITERA is a research centre set up in 2001 within the Faculty of Architecture “Valle Giulia”, “Sapienza”
University of Rome. Its members belong to the Departments of Urban Planning, Architectural Design,
Construction Technology, Technical Installations, Sociology etc. It is therefore a multi-disciplinary research
centre, and from its foundation it has carried out a significant number of activities for both public and
private subjects. It is a part of “Sapienza” University, a public institution which is the world’s second-largest
University. CITERA’s most significant involvement in the field of housing studies has been the drafting,
carried out during 2007, of the Code of practice for new public housing developments in Rome.
