More recent university work has been focussed on innovative urban actions and policies addressing problems of urban physical decay, social stress, spatial and social polarisation and strategies to fight social and spatial exclusion. The involvement of the different local, and non local, actors in these processes, with a particular attention to the role of inhabitants, was an important aspect considered.  These research interests were firstly developed in 1997 while on sabbatical leave (visiting professor at the University of Newcastle and University  of Westminster in London and  three months research period in Paris): interest was focussed on the Single Regeneration Budget Programme in UK and the French programmes “Quartiers en Crise” and “La politique de la ville”. This was also an opportunity to deal with the issue of comparative research between the experiences developed in France, UK and Italy (a seminar of experts in trans-national comparison was organised in Paris Maison Sugère October 1997 and in 1998 an international seminar was organised at the Planning Department, Iuav Venice University “Urban Regeneration policies in Europe; innovative local action”.

From 1999 to 2002 involved, as local unit co-ordinator, in two research programmes (EU 4th and 5th Framework RTD Programme) the first on: “ Social Exclusion in European Neighbourhoods: Processes, Experiences and Responses“, the second on : “Neighbourhood Governance: Capacity for social integration” .

Since 2002, director of a professional post-graduate course: “Local participated action and sustainable urban development”. The Course is organised around three main thematic topics:

a) Integrated approaches to urban regeneration in deprived neighbourhoods, and experiences of locally participated plans; b)  Development and implementation of Local Agenda 21; c) Sustainable Cities.
