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The network of the cities has the chance
to exchange knowledge on safety and security
issues they face, but also strengthen the internal
bonds within the departments of the local
authorities and local associations (commercial,
voluntary, transport), schools, police, fire brigade
etc. Generally, the project is built on the
integration of bodies and opinions towards finding
common solutions, which will enhance the city’s

urban sustainability.

The integrated action plan (IAP) is the
outcome and the contribution of each stage we
went through, starting with the local meetings of
the ULG members, the transnational meetings,
the participation in the e- University and the
cooperation with our local national

URBACT point.
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Going through these stages we had the
opportunity to identify the challenges we actually
have to face as a city in the context of safety and
security issues, specify them, enhancing our
knowledge in order to approach and alleviate the
conditions and circumstances which lead to this

kind of behavior and attitude.

As soon as we found out through the use
of a questionnaire, the cooperation with our local
community and the technical department of our
municipality that the main challenge of our city is
a safety issue and particularly the occupation of
public spaces by obstacles that can cause
several hardships to the pedestrians and citizens
of our city in specific areas.
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This outcome became even more obvious
when the local schools undertook the initiative to
implement several small scale actions in order to
raise public awareness with the tool of the
nudging technique.

So, eight schools of the secondary
education created groups and inspired by the
topic of the project expressed themselves in a
very innovative, artistic, constructive and playful
way.

The actions of the students focused on the
issues that come up in the city centre and
encourage the local authorities, the associations
and the citizens to take action and adopt
responsible attitude towards the alleviation of the
local challenges.

Due to the restrictions of covid-19 protocol, the
difficulty on tech support from the part of some
stakeholders as well as the availability time of the

Interdepartmental miscommunication or the lack
of communication of the authorities, conditions of
infrastructures, sense of community and

The information obtained after the meetings
with stakeholders and based on the data collected
and also the opinions given by citizens from
questionnaires specified the main challenges and
issues in safe mobility. These issues can be
categorized into two groups: Public awareness
and Infrastructure.

Even though Greek legislation directs the
limits of public space for businesses to use, it is
almost never abided. Giannitsa is a well-known city in
Northern Greece for its large number of cafes and
restaurants. As a result, the mobility of pedestrian
and disabled in certain areas especially in city center
becomes difficult and sometimes unsafe.

Products displayed such as fruits and
vegetables, snacks, small accessories, fridges and
freezers from kiosks. The same applies for small
businesses such as mini markets and grocery stores
that use a part of public space to display their

products. ;

Kiosks is a type of mini market popular in Greece

where the consumer can find almost anything from
snacks to cigarettes, beverages and ice creams.

Most of them are built on public spaces and
rent this specific area to use. However, usually the
placement of the products or freezers creates issues
in the mobility of pedestrian and sometimes
surpasses the limit of the legal dimensions of this
rented space.

This issue is due not only to the behavior of
kiosk owners but also to the fact that the permits of
kiosks where given in a period of time where the
cities were not so populated and city plans were not
developed.

Traffic and lack of parking spaces. There are
two major factors creating this issue, first is the lack
of parking spaces in city center and the second is the
habit/ practice of citizens to use their cars even for
small distance transportations.

Moreover, due to covid-19 pandemic

carpooling or the use of public transportations

were minimized.

The attitude of drivers is also an important
factor as traffic offences of illegal parking on
pavements, pedestrian crossings, other public
spaces but also speeding is a daily issue. Especially
in the center of the city illegal parking creates
obstacles and hazards for pedestrians and the
disabled.

Re-planning the road network of the city
creating more pedestrian areas, roads of low speed
and roundabouts as well as parking spaces will
decongest the roads and will make the mobility of

citizens safer and easier.
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The waste and recycling bins are often moved
obstructing the passages to pedestrians and

sometimes reducing the visibility to vehicles.

By instaling an

underground
semi-underground waste and recycling bins system
while planning the interventions of infrastructures will
improve not only aesthetically the streets and
neighborhoods but will solve the issue created by the
displacement of bins by citizens.

Fixed spaces where the waste disposal and
collection happen, will free space use from roads and
pavements, creating a safer and cleaner urban

environmeni.
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Infrastructure for disabled in school buildings.
The maijority of school facilities lack infrastructures to
accommodate the disabled, as they were built in time
periods where safe access for the disabled was not a
priority. As a result, students, teachers and guardians
and parents with kinetic disabilities have trouble in
entering and exiting the buildings.

The lack of sufficient lighting on streets in
some parts of the city as well as the condition of
pavements and intersections from years of use are

also subjects that were discussed in the meetings.

Following the identification of issues in
mobility in the city by collecting data, meeting and
debating with stakeholders and analyzing
questionnaires given to the public a plan started
to form. This plan consists of two types of actions
that are based on the principles of urban
structural interventions and communication to
raise awareness.

The first type of actions is tangible and
includes projects and works in infrastructure of
the municipality, most of which are included in the
municipality’s Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan
of 2021.

The second type of actions focusing on
awareness includes digital actions in the form of
mobile applications and SSAs from the schools
participating in the Urbact program.
